o The Driftwood Bonspiel was a success with Revenues of $12,767.00 and Expenses of $12,775.63, 

for a net deficit of $8.63.  So basically, everything we brought in went straight back out to support 
the event (e.g. cash prizes, food, etc.). 

o Monday/Wednesday League Balance Sheet: Revenues of $45,767.00 and Expenses of $45,688.12 
for a net surplus of $78.88.  Like the bonspiels, the monies coming in always goes straight back to 
you ensuring we provide as much value to you as we can. 
 

o Our accounts are in great shape for next season with a carry over balance of approx. $2,479.45.
